
Rules and Regulations continued. 
 

 A minimum of 2 members must be present on a static display at any 
given time. 

 Modern clothing or articles are not to be visible during show hours. 
 No member of public are allowed onto the display area without con-

sent of group leader. 
 All members are required  to help pack up after show and leave 

pitch in a presentable condition. 

 Weapons. 
 All weapons must be legally owned. 

 No firearm should be carried outside of static display unless on route 
to battlefield. 

 Make sure you are fully competent in safe handling of weapons be-

ing used. Weapons will be checked before and after battle by group 

leader. 

 No pyrotechnics or blank ammunition should be carried in pockets 

whilst on a static display. 
 Under NO circumstances are members to bring live ammunition to 

an event. 

 Never allow public to handle blank ammunition.  
 Weapons must not be fired at a person within a distance of 10m 

 Bayonets are to remain sheathed unless used for unjamming a 

weapon. 
 Never leave your weapon unattended. 

 Do not discharge your weapon whilst next to anyone. This can cause 
hearing damage and burn injuries.
